STEP #2

Keep | Toss | Sell

After you gather your items, you will do a quick sort. It's okay to KEEP the items
that you aren't ready to part with yet. TOSS the items that are too well-loved
(stains, missing pieces, or are not working). And then SELL the rest.
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SELL the items that meet these
requirements:

CLEAN The newer it looks, the better it sells. Clean all items thoroughly. Check
carefully for stains and holes in clothing.

C RRE NT Sell your warm-weather clothing and shoes at our Spring/Summer

U sale. Sell cold-weather items at our Fall/Winter sale. Clothes should

be less than 5 years old.

COMPLETE Be sure you have all of the parts & pieces for your items. Check
the website for the most current "Unacceptable Item" policy. This
is a small fee for items that don't meet JBF standards and get
pulled from the sales floor.

COMPLIANT Important Safety Guidelines apply to car seats, cribs, infant
equipment & toys. All of the Recalls & Safety Standards are listed

at jbfsale.com.

STEP #4

Preparing Your Items & Attaching Tags
Now that your JBF tags are printed, cut them apart and sort them by
gender, type and size to make this step go faster.

Gather these supplies to make your prep faster:

QO * hangers - ziploc bags * ribbon/string
\ * Zip-ties  + packing tape & painter's tape + Saran wrap
A 73 - scissors - safety pins or tagging gun * hole-punch

TOYS & GEAR

e The tag needs to be attached securely so  Bags need to be taped closed

STEP #4

CLOTHING

Hanging & Tagging Clothing
Put all clothing on a hanger. Attach JBF tag with safety pin
or tagging gun.

Hanger Direction “E

Be sure the hanger hook opens to the left,
like a question mark. Attach JBF tag to
front of item.

Creating Outfits

Bundle items into sets.

Secure pieces to hanger using safety pins and
then zip-tie hangers tightly together so outfit
remains together as a set.

Tagging Gun

If you use a tagging gun to attach JBF tags,

only puncture the garment tag or an inside seam
so that you do not damage the fabric,

STEP #4

Blankets and bedding

Swaddlers will be in the Bedding section in
tubs per their material (cotton, flannel,
muslim). All blankets will be in individual tubs,
as well. Sleep sacks will be hung in the clothing
size.

Accessories

Use clear bags to bundle sets of socks,
~tights, hair accessories, and infant mittens.
- Display neatly so shopper can see well,
Place JBF tag inside and tape bag closed.

Hats

Simply attach JBF tag to hats using a safety
pin or tagging gun. No need to use a bag.
Hats will be hung with provided clips.

Hanging Multiple Items on a Hanger
Multiple items—that are all the same size— can
be hung on a single hanger. Use a safety pin or
tagging gun fastener (through a sturdy waistline)
to attach pants/skirts to hangers.

*Do not hang more than two shirts on the same hanger,
unless using a pant hanger. The weight is too much.

You did it!

Closer to the sale we will send you another more detailed guide with Drop-off
details (parking and sales floor maps), your presale tickets, as well as what to
expect during and after the sale. In the meantime, here's what you need to
know:

Item Drop-Off

MONDAY, 9/13,1- 8 PM
& TUESDAY, 9/14,9 -12 PM

DOUGLAS COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS, CASTLE ROCK

Schedule your Drop-off appointment and pay your Consignor fee

The deadline is Sept 1st, afterwards a $10 late fee applies. The link to pay your
Consignor fee is in the Confirmation Email that you received when you registered
on the website.

Search "JBF Douglas County Confirmation Email"

Plan for 45-60 minutes for drop-off. You'll be placing all of your items in their
designated spot on the sales floor. Bring completed waivers if you are selling Car
Seats or a Crib. Your items will be inspected after drop-off.

Unsold item pick-up is Monday, Sept 20th, 8 - 11 am. No appointment needed. If
you are donating all of your items, there is no need to come to pick-up.
